1.1. Introduction 
 

The Department of Public Enterprises (PED) was re-established in 2002 to improve the 

performance of State Owned Enterprises (SOEs)1 through enhanced corporate governance 

by monitoring the performance of SOEs and establish finance control over Public 

Corporations under the Part II of the Finance Act No 38 of 1971.   

 

SOEs remain as an integral component of Sri Lankan economy, being mostly prevalent in 

strategic sectors of the country including energy, water, ports, banking and insurance, 

commuter transportation, aviation and construction.  

 

Out of the 417 SOEs, 49 SOEs have been identified as strategically important State Owned 

Businesses Enterprises (SOBEs)2 that plays a catalytic role in transforming the national 

economy to a high growth trajectory. At present, 300 SOEs are being monitored by the 

Department of Public Enterprises (PED) and the rest of 117 comes under the purview of 

the Department of National Budget (NBD).
