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Progress of the Mega Scale Development Projects
Third Quarter- Year 2023

With the objective of achieving the results of investments within the expected
timeframe the Department of Project Management and Monitoring furnishes a
quarterly monitoring report to the Cabinet of Ministers in support of appropriate
strategic and policy decisions related to mega scale development projects. This
report contains observations and suitable recommendations derived through the
review of cumulative progress of mega scale development projects up to the third
quarter of 2023 based on the data and information reported by each line ministry
on performance of the development projects.

Introduction

Out of the 205 mega scale development projects at the beginning of 2023, by the end of the
third quarter, the planned works of 22 projects have been completed and their benefits have
been delivered to the public. Further, the activities of 06 projects have been temporarily
suspended due to various reasons and 02 new foreign funded mega scale projects have been
added to the project portfolio. Accordingly, 179 projects were under implementation by the
end of the reviewed quarter. However, considering the strategic value gained for the
improvement of the economic activities from the expected output of the 33 mega scale
development projects that are inactive due to the suspension of foreign fund disbursement,
the government has taken a policy decision to continue those works until foreign funds are
received, thus, those projects have been included in the portfolio of projects at operational
level. Furthermore, the 20 projects which are partially completed, are also included in this
project portfolio, since they are still continued for safe completion to avoid creating any
inconvenience to the public, even though these projects have been decided to be suspended,
in order to be recommenced after the gradual recovery of the economy.

However, given the current undesirable situation of the global economy, as lending from
international lenders could be minimal, mega-scale development projects that can support
the presently expected economic growth should be completed immediately under effective
cost control for a favorable investment climate through expansion of infrastructure base.

Financial Utilization up to end of the Third Quarter 2023

The allocation made for the 207 mega scale development projects in the year 2023 is
approximately Rs. 692 billion. By the end of the third quarter, though Rs. 431 billion is
planned to be used, the actual expenditure is reported as Rs. 239 billion, in other words, it
is only 55% of the financial target. When the bills worth about Rs.31 billion related to the
33 projects where loan disbursement has been suspended, are settled, the actual financial
progress will be about 63% of the utilization target. Further, although loan disbursement has
been suspended, as counterparty local funds have been allocated for the respective projects
and it has been agreed to bear the costs from local funds on the basis of reimbursement in
some projects, it is observed that an expenditure of about Rs. 10 billion has been recorded.
However, the overall reported lagging financial progress is revealed to have directly affected
the physical performance of the projects as well.

Physical Progress

The physical progress during the quarter under review, cumulative physical progress, project
time management, financial management, risk/problem identification and remedial action
taken are analyzed and accordingly the color-codes for project performance have been
given. Line Ministries wise, the progress of the mega-scale development projects as at the
end of the third quarter of the year 2023 is given in Annexure-A and its summary is shown
below.

Although import restrictions, shortage of fuel and raw materials, power cuts and foreign
exchange restrictions have been lessened and a favorable environment has been created for
the implementation of projects, in the overall of the quarter under review, it is observed that

no progress has been achieved in the physical progress of mega scale projects as expected.
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There are 76 (42%) projects that have not achieved even 1% physical progress during the
reviewed quarter and out of which, 42 projects have zero progress. This progress is positive
compared to the previous quarter. However, out of these 76 projects, 41 projects are financed
by foreign loans. It is noteworthy that though funding has not been suspended, the physical

progress of 12 projects is less than 1%.

During the quarter under review, there were 35 locally funded projects with no progress
even of 1%. Out of which, 12 projects were decided by the “Committee on Re-strategizing
and Acceleration of Mega Scale Development Projects” for safe completion of activities
until commencing at a later stage. However, special attention should be given to the
extremely poor performance of the remaining 23 locally funded projects as it is observed

that there has been no delay in providing imprest during the quarter under review.

At the end of the reviewed quarter, 244 contracts belonging to 38 projects have been
suspended. Out of these, only 26 contracts have been identified as possible claims. Out of
that number, in relation to 12 contracts, claims of Rs. 2,371 million have already been
submitted. Apart from this, there are 02 contracts to be settled in US Dollars in the 14

contracts that have not been claimed yet.

Due to increases in raw material prices during the crisis economic situation, there are
continuous requests regarding approval for escalated cost of contracts. Since the measures
and procedures introduced for this purpose are not followed, it is observed that there is a
slow progress in the contract works. In such situations, it is apparent that taking extra time
beyond the agreed period of the projects is common and some projects are being
implemented without obtaining approval for time extensions. It is also observed that as a

consequence of the above, the expected benefits for the people are further delayed.

It is observed that the time period given in the approval stage of the development projects
for generating outputs has constantly exceeded, and thus, it is observed that the economic
plans made according to the expected benefits have been unsuccessful. All 98 projects have
exceeded the time frame agreed for generating outputs. 20% of the projects that have

received such extensions have obtained additional time of more than 04 years.

Particularly, out of 119 projects that should have completed all the activities and given the
final benefits to the people in the years 2020, 2021, 2022 and 2023, it is only 22 projects
that have actually been completed so far. Out of the 97 projects whose activities have not
been completed yet, while 47 projects have exceeded 80% physical progress, of which 36
projects still have unresolved issues. Among these, the issue faced by 08 projects is that
foreign fund disbursement has been temporarily suspended. In the prevailing economic
crisis, it is observed that the issues in the other 28 projects which provide direct benefits to
the people, especially in the areas of education, health, irrigation and water supply; could be
solved with the direct intervention of the relevant line ministries, for doing so, it is essential
to take the necessary steps and complete these projects swiftly.

Outputs and Benefits expected through Development Projects

Having to restrict many capital financing activities due to the effects of the crisis economic
situation of the country, it has been difficult to reach the objectives as planned at the
beginning of the development projects, and the expected results have been delayed for a
long time. Through the portfolio of mega scale development projects that consists of 207
projects covering various fields, it is expected to generate outputs and benefits in time that
will help socio-economic development of the country. The expected outputs and the actual
outputs so far are shown in Table 06.

Issues and Solutions

Although the crisis situation has subsided, there has not been a noticeable improvement in
the overall performance of development projects in the previous quarters of this year. The
seamless operation of the projects has been attested by the intervention of the National
Operation Room when necessary to solve the problems of about 130 development projects
that could not be solved at the ministerial level and needed coordination. In addition, it is
noted that in order to address these problems, ministerial-level direct intervention needs to
be further reinforced. Table 07 shows the information reported regarding the issues that have
affected the project performance.

Recommendations

All the ongoing projects included in the portfolio of mega scale development projects should
be completed by the year 2027 and the expected benefits should be delivered to the public.
However, considering the current performance of the projects, the remaining activities, the
favorable economic factors for smooth implementation as well as the commitment of the
implementing agencies, it is unlikely that these benefits will be delivered as planned.
Therefore, it is recommended that at this time of crisis, all these projects should be
prioritized through a re-evaluation and turned into projects that can support a rapid revival
of the economy.
